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NOTES

Days of the school year are numbered consecutively from 1 to 202 excluding the non-contact days for teachers when students are not required to attend. Schools are not open for operation on week-
ends and as such, those days are not shown on this calendar.

Semester 1 2006 commences for students on Monday 23 January and on Thursday 19 January for teachers.

STUDENT-FREE DAY: Non-contact (student-free) days for teachers to undertake professional development activities are Thursday 19 January and Friday 20 January, Tuesday 18 April, Mon-
day 10 July, Monday 23 October. Teachers are required to be on duty for a further, locally arranged, non-contact day (Ministerial special holiday for students, usually taken in association
with a local show or carnival). Permanent part-time teachers not rostered and called in on this additional day must be paid from local school funds.

- PUBLIC HOLIDAYS: Public holidays, set by the Department of Employment and Training, are proposed only. Gazetted public holidays for a local show or carnival are not shown due to di-

versity of dates across the state. Public holidays are usually not approved through Parliament until November annually.

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- SCHOOL HOLIDAYS: Gazetted school holidays for 2006 were published in the Education Office Gazette within Education Views on 14 January 2005.

Friday 17 November 2006 is the final date for student attendance for receipt of a Senior Certificate (Year 12).

Friday 1 December 2006 is the final date for student attendance in Year 10.

State schools west of the 144th meridian of east longitude or north of the 16th parallel of south latitude and those schools situated at the following centres: Alpha, Aramac, Au-
gathella, Barcaldine, Blackall, Cameron Downs, Charleville, Cunnamulla, Eulo, Hughenden, Ilfracombe, Isisford, Jericho, Longreach, Muttaburra, Prairie, Quilpie, Tambo, Wyandra

and Yaraka will close for the Summer Vacation on Friday 8 December 2006.

All other state schools will close on Friday 15 December 2006.

In 2007, after the Summer Vacation, all state schools will re-open for students on Monday 29 January. Teachers will be required to be on duty two working days earlier, on Wednesday 24 January
and Thursday 25 January, 2007.
